CLASSROOM POLICIES:

1. Be in your assigned seat when the tardy bell rings and begin bell work.

2. Bring all necessary materials to class (paper, pen/pencil, folder or binder,).

3. Follow directions.

4. Receive permission to speak during class discussions or to get out of your seat.

5. No food, gum, or candy in class.

6. No visible cell phones in class. They must be turned off and put away at all times.

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES:

1. The two most important things that a student can provide in the classroom is respect and effort.  Students who can provide both of these things will almost always be successful in my class. 

2. Students must be in their seats when the tardy bell rings and begin bell work.

3. Only one student at a time may go to the restroom and only with permission from teacher. Students are advised to go to the restroom before coming to class.

4. Remain in your seat unless you have been given permission. Students must wait until class has been dismissed to throw paper away or sharpen pencils.

5. Students must work only on Spanish assignments. Materials for other classes will be collected and returned the next day.

6. Purses and backpacks must remain on the floor under desk during class; not in the walkway aisle between desks. They should not be on the desk, backs, or shoulders of students during class.

7. Students will not give or receive aid on tests, quizzes, or exams. Students will not copy or allow to be copied any homework or other assignments. Students will receive a zero on the assignment if they do.

8. Students may not sleep or put their heads down during class. 

9. Class will not be dismissed unless everyone is in his/her seat.

10. If I am absent, I expect you to respect a substitute and complete any work assigned.

CONSEQUENCES:

1.  Conduct is based on the following:

0-1offense = E (Excellent)

2-4 offenses = S (Satisfactory)

5-6 offenses = N (Needs Improvement)

more than 6 offenses = U (Unsatisfactory)

      2.  Parents will be contacted if rules are continuously broken.

      3.  After parents have been contacted and rules are still being broken, student will be   sent to their grade level administrator.

*Please also keep in mind that misconduct can, and often does, coincide with deductions from class participation grades.  

GRADING POLICY:

1. Grades will be based on five areas: homework, quiz grades, test grades, in-class work/bell work, and class participation. Grades are not weighted, so each category counts equally.

2. Make-up work will be accepted as follows: 1 day's absence, 1 day to make up work; 2 days' absences, 2 days to make up work, etc. Special arrangements can be made for special circumstances beyond student's control; the key factor is communication. If an assignment is handed in after the deadline, it will remain a zero.

3. A zero will be assigned for any work missed during an unexcused absence.

4. No late work will be accepted unless specific permission has been given from the teacher. Assignments must be turned in when they are asked for or the student will receive a zero. The only exception is if a student is absent when the work is turned in. Make up work is YOUR responsibility.
5. Students who are absent when a project is due must turn them in on the day they return. 10 points will be deducted each day they are turned in late. 

6. Students who miss a quiz will make them up in class the day they return to school. Students who miss a test will make them up either during advisory period or after school within a week of returning. If the test is not made up in that time, it will become a zero. If a student is present when a test or quiz is announced, and they are absent the day before the test or quiz, they will still be expected to take the test or quiz on the day they return to class. Pay attention to important dates!

7. Average is based on straight points and is not weighted. The following grading scale can be referenced:
